Phonics and Reading... 

We will begin our teaching of phonics from 

Monday 15th September. Your child will bring 

home letter sounds (phoneme cards) to practise 

at home with clear instructions and a weekly 

video on Seesaw to support alongside. In time, 

your child will also be given a reading book to 

match the phonics we teach and a home-school 

reading record book for you to record in. Mrs 

Crowley will hold a phonics information meeting 

on Monday 15
th

 September at 2.40pm which will 

give you lots of information to help support your 

child at home with reading and phonics - more 

details to follow. 

 

                 

General Reminders… 

Please ensure all belongings and clothing are named clearly.  

It’s essential your child has a clearly labelled water bottle in school every day. Your child will have free 

access to these throughout the day.
